Officer Robertson, in fear of hislife
and the lives of others, fired at the suspect, who continued to run. The officers eventually
caught the suspect—who was uninjured—and took him into custody. Nine felony
warrants and one misdemeanor warrant were issued against the suspect.

Fifty-four officers and federal agents who work in special assignments alongside
officers, will be awarded the Chief’s Letter of Commendation, given to those who display
exceptional perseverance, especialy asit relatesto an arrest. The Department will also
honor the Officers of the Y ear for each of the nine police districts, as selected by their
peers. One of those honorees will be named the 2008 Officer of the Year. Four civilian
employees will be honored as Civilian Employees of the Y ear, with one of them also
being selected as Overall Civilian Employee of the Y ear for 2008.
