Sinceitsformation in 2007, the Foundation has raised more than $2 million to
support the department with new technology, equipment and training programs including
bullet-resistant vests, the department’ sfirst in-car cameras and dress uniforms for officers
to wear when attending funerals and ceremonia events.

The event begins at 11 am. with a Police Expo, featuring some of the technology
officers use to help protect the public, including an armored vehicle and arobot used by
the Bomb & Arson and Hostage Response Units. Officers assigned to the department’s
Canine Unit will dso have their canine partners on-hand for special demonstrations.
